—John 20:30–31 “ Now Jesus performed many other miraculous signs in
the presence of the disciples, which are not recorded in this book. But
these are recorded so that you may believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the
Son of God, and that by believing you may experience a transformed life
in His name.”

—John 3:16–17 “For God loved the world in this way: He gave His One
and Only Son, so that everyone who trusts in Him will not be condemned
but will have eternal life. For God did not send His Son into the world
that He might condemn the world, but that the world might be rescued
through Him..”

1 Buried in a borrowed tomb by two born–again believers
{John 19:38–42; John 3:1–21}

Mark 14:1–11; Matthew 26:1–13
Three very special guests: Lazarus, Simon (leper), Jesus
First words spoken by Judas Perfume being wasted?
Can’t ignore the contrast between Mary & Judas
Recognize how Judas’ attitude impacted the other disciples

Judas immediately went to cut a deal with the chief priests

—Truth that requires us to ask some serious questions:

The Lord deserves our loving & loyal devotion!!!

What does my relationship with the Lord cost me?
How does Jesus’ sacrifice for me change my perspective on life?

Do I cherish Jesus more than my personal belongings?

Do I treasure Jesus more than my family & friends?

Do I value Jesus more than my reputation?

2 The first witness to see our risen Savior {John 20:1–18; Luke 8:1–3}

Luke 19:28–28; Mark 11:1–33; Matthew 21:1–22
John gave a brief summary of the “Triumphal Entry”
Many details given by MML were left out
Nothing is said about Jesus’ cleansing the Temple
Emphasis = what happened was misunderstood

Jesus’ true identity was mistaken
1st time Jesus was welcomed with cheers, not jeers
People came because they thought Jesus was coming to conquer
But Jesus fulfilled prophecy by riding a donkey = peace

—Another truth that requires us to ask some serious questions:
Jesus came to bring glory to God by providing the perfect sacrifice
for sin–-to rescue sinners; to reform religion; to reign as King
He didn’t come to Jerusalem to be crowned King or to conquer
the Romans!

3 The transformation of a son of thunder
{Mark 3:17; Luke 9:49–56; John 19:25–27; John 20:1–10}

This is not recorded in any other passage
The first time Jesus said, “The hour has come …”
Jesus came to rescue sinners!
He was appointed Judge by God the Father, but not until he died
His Words would become the standard for judgment!
Jesus gave a final warning to the Jewish leaders:
John 12:27–36
While you have the Light, take notice & believe!
John’s message thru out His Gospel
John 1 = In Him was life and the life was the Light of men. The
Light shines out in the darkness & it overcomes the darkness!
John 3:16–18
John 12:44–50

—Putting the TRUTH into perspective:
Jesus came to die on the Cross as the One and Only Substitute for

those who will be rescued from the required punishment for sin.

Nothing about Jesus makes any sense without looking at Him from
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
