5 steps to turn your Christ centered values into action

1. Consider your state v11-13a
a. humble, honest assessment v11,12
b. overcome complacency v12,13
c. stay hungry v12b,13a
d. deepen your greatest value
e. match your goal to Christ goal for you

2. in your heart v13b
a. holy frustration- “| have yet to grasp the purpose

b. tunnel vision- apathy is killed, ambition is
expressed, unstoppable, plans
c. eliminating all my secondaries

i. What'’s your “one thing?”

3. v13c,14
a. forgetting- past accomplishments, sinful past
b. reaching- “I have a future that starts right now!”
c. press on toward the goal? v14
d. focus on getting vision into the driver's seat- so it

pulls us

4. Follow the Right v15-17
a. maturity, agreement in viewpoints, differences,
clarity v15

b. where action matches values v16 consistency
c. generational example to follow v17

5. your Citizenship v18-20

a. Earthly citizenship

i. terribly tragic example v18

ii. values in action v19 - evidence
b. Heavenly citizenship

i. Jesus plus equals
v20b
ii. eagerly await your citizenship v21
